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Use low voltage (for example 110 Volt) electrical 
hand tools and cordless electrical hand tools to 

reduce the risk of electrocution. If you need to use 
220 Volt electrical power tools, recommend to use 

a portable residual current device.

Low voltage electrical hand tools and cordless 
electrical hand tools should be inspected and 

tested regularly by a competent person.

Using cordless electrical hand tools can 
minimise tripping accidents on site and 
improve housekeeping and productivity.

Store electrical hand tools properly to 
maintain them in good condition.
